Quialifications:
1. Applicants must be a senior in high school who ranks in the upper 25% of
his/her class or a college undergraduate who has a B (3.0) average or higher
An official transcript of grades must be included with the application, which
includes the first seven semesters of high school and class rank or the most
recent fall semester of college. Applicants must be making definite plans to further
their education in their chosen field.
2. Applicants must meet necessary entrance requirements in the institution of their
choice (proper credits, etc.)
3. An applicant can win the scholarship only once.
4. The parent/guardian of the applicant must have been a member in good standing of
the 10A for three consecutive years prior to the application date. Under an
extenuating circumstance the committee may waive this requirement.
5. The winning recipients or a family member are required to volunteer at the Annual
IOA Summer Charity Golf Outing to fulfill their requirement of winning the
scholarship. The $1000 check will be written on this day to the college or vocational
program of the recipient’s choice.

Also, notify Don Nester at
donioa@sbcglobal.net or 466-0092 on any email address, home address and phone number
changes.

Please update your open/closed dates. Many athletic directors and coaches are calling officials
only to find out the official is closed.
